Professor Manimala Das, Principal (2002-2008)

2003 was a very special year for Bethune College. On 16"June 2003, Bethune College entered into its 125"
year of existence. The Calcutta Gazette published the news of appointment of Baboo Sosi Bhusan Dutt, the
first teacher for the College Department of Bethune School on 16" June 1879, which we accepted as the
Foundation Day of Bethune College. The year-long celebrations of 125 years of Bethune College was
inaugurated by the then Governor Shri Viren ] Shah at a function at Rabindra Sadan on 19" June 2003. There
was a “Parikrama” of the College campus by the alumna and teachers of Bethune College on 16" June 2003
followed by felicitation of notable alumna, Sm Sudhalata Sarkar and Sm Ashoka Gupta. There was a musical
presentation by Sm Debarati Som, an alumna and a play was staged by the students.

The Steering Committee formed for guiding the celebrations had student members along with
teachers. During discussions in the meetings, the students raised the idea of organising an intercollege
competition of debate and quizin November 2003 as a part of the celebrations. It was accepted and included
in the tentative program published in the Souvenir released on the 19" June 2003. This idea blossomed later
on and the students wanted to organize a full-fledged “Fest”, a novelty for Bethune College. The matter was
discussed informally amongst the teachers. A large number of them, particularly the old-timers, were
skeptical aboutit. They felt that Bethune College as a traditional College was not a place for the new-fangled
idea of “Fest”, where our girls would be interacting freely with outsidersi.e. students of other colleges in the
campus. Asifaninvisible 'pardah’ needed to be maintained by the authorities over the students!

[ will admit that my full sympathy was with the students on this matter. As an alumna of the College and
as the current Principal,  wanted our girls to go out in the world and win their rightful place in it. They were
as smart as any other student in Kolkata and they deserved every opportunity to develop their personality
and self-confidence. After all we were there always to protect and guide them as and when necessary. I felt as
teachers, thatis whatwe should do.

The informal discussions continued without any resolution. The girls were still very keen on the idea of
“Fest”. So a single agenda meeting of the “Teachers' Council” was convened to discuss the matter and take a
decision. am happy to be able to say that alarge number of teachers attended the meeting and the doubts in
their mind regarding desirability of allowing the students to organize a “Fest” could be cleared. A resolution
was passed to the effect that the students will organize a two-day “Fest” on 28" and 29" November 2003. We
agreed on the name “Aalap” and two senior teachers — Sm Uttara Chakraborty of History Department and Dr.
Jayashri Mukherjee of Physics Department were to be the conveners of the Fest Committee. The students
worked hard for nearly two months looking up sponsors for different items of the Fest, inviting students of
other colleges and judges, choosing the two bands for the evening performance etc. A number of other
teachers were assigned various duties related to the event. Then there were the student volunteers running
around to complete the preparation and later to conduct the different events successfully.

A stage was constructed in the courtyard in front of the College Office and behind Vidyasagar Bhavan.
The College area was securely enclosed with temporary wall leaving the road between Bethune College and
Bethune School outside. This wall had only one entrance, where gate-pass was needed for entry of an
outsider during the two days of Fest. Along with students of Bethune College, participants came from Lore to
College, Calcutta Medical College, Presidency College, Lady Brabourne College, N.U.J.S,, St. Xavier's College
and N.R.S. Medical College. Our students won a number of prizes in the competitions. The Fest saw entry of
high wattage Peavey speakers in Bethune College campus for the first time. “Dohar” and “Cactus”, the two
renowned Bangla bands of the day entertained the students on the first and the second days respectively. It
is worth mentioning that along with the students of the College, the faculty and staff attended the programs
from time to time much to their enjoyment. The students swayed to the songs of Dohar and Cactus behind
the row of seated teachers including myself.

The students named the Fest “Aalap 2003 - Tides of Eternity”. It was their dream come true. They also
knew that whether “Aalap” would become an annual feature of the College will depend on how the event
went this year. They had a responsibility towards all the students of the College and I am happy to say that
they came through the test with flying colours. Shiropa Bhattacharyya of 2™ year English (Hons) was the
General Secretary of Bethune College Students Union at the time and she led the students of the College with
great aplomb. The students enjoyed being able to take their own decisions and gained a lot of confidence. I
felt proud that our students were able to execute their dream project with competence.

After the resounding success of Aalap 2003, the Festbecame an annual event of Bethune College.

‘ LOOKING BACK ‘

The first Annual Festival or 'Fest’ of Bethune College was held in the winter of the year 2003. Ayear-
long schedule of academic and cultural activities was organised by the college during 2003-2004 to
commemorate the completion of 125 years of glorious history. After due consideration, the
Principal Prof Manimala Das and the Teacher's Council decided to permit the students to hold a
College Festas part of the on-going celebrations. Fests had become a common socio-cultural activity
in most colleges and hosting one at Bethune College had been a long-cherished dream of the
students. The Principal deemed it proper to allow the college to move with the times and felt that
organising the Fest would help build initiative, leadership qualities and confidence in the students
and teach them self-reliance.

A new committee named "Bethune College Annual Festival Committee" came into being,
comprising of both teachers and students. I was one of the Convenors, a post I continued to hold for
many more years. The planning began amid much excitement. The first task in front of us was to
finalise suitable dates for the two day Fest, decide on the events to be held , the schedule and the
time frame and most importantly choose an appropriate name. This last probably took the most
time but finally the young and creative teachers of the committee and the students decided on
“Aalap -The Tides of Eternity” and I am happy to say the name has withstood the test of time till
today. Slowly things started taking shape. Colleges to be invited were shortlisted and the judges
were chosen for the various events. The students then swung into action organising different
groups to go looking for advertisements for the Souvenir, select designs for invitation cards and get
them printed and contact the judges to obtain their consent. Supremely capable, they tackled their
responsibilities smartly and the teachers were always there to provide help and guidance. Happily
most of the judges of their choice, well-known personages in their respective fields, graciously
acceded to their requests. We were also impressed by the perseverance and enterprise shown by
the groups who were assigned the task of collecting advertisements. Armed with a list of offices and
establishments which they thought approachable, they set out every day in the afternoon to visit
these places in order. So convincing were they in their arguments and entreaties that in a few days
they had managed to gather quite a few banners, posters and advertisements. It was obvious that
the large number of healthy young people who would throng our premises for the two days of the
Festwould need adequate sustenance and our canteen would notbe able to fulfil all their needs. So a
few food stalls selling light snacks, tea, coffee and cold drinks had to be permitted inside the
premises and the students arranged that with alacrity. The authorities, in the meanwhile, were
worried about the security of the college on the days of the festival since two very popular bands of
the time - 'Dohar’ and "Cactus’ were scheduled to perform as the last events of each day. We were
concerned about undisciplined outsiders gaining entry into the premises to listen to the live bands.
Therefore the whole area had to be enclosed by fences and there was to be strict checking of passes
atthe gates. A large stage was built by modern Decorators according to the students’ specifications,
final decorations were putup and all was in readiness for the great day.

The first day of the Fest dawned bright and clear. It was a perfect winter morning, crisp, cold
and sparkling in sunshine. Teachers and students on duty at the entrance gates took their places,
long queues of eager youngsters formed in front, identity cards and passes were checked, seats
started to fill up, Judges arrived and were greeted with flowers and escorted to their seats, our
Principal Prof Manimala Das was on stage to welcome everyone, the announcer called out the
names of the contestants for the firsteventand the Festhad begun!!
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Participants had come from many prestigious colleges of Calcutta - Presidency College , Lady
Brabourne College, St Xavier's College , NUJS to name a few. Some representatives of the medical
colleges were also present. The events had been chosen with care to test the intellectual, creative
and musical skills of the participants - Debate and Quiz, Skit and Creative Writing, Indian and
Western music, Choreography and Antakshari. All had a full contingent of eager participants, each
team brighter than the next while the spectators watched engrossed. The extent of knowledge and
talentdisplayed by the students amazed us. No efforthad been spared to ensure the smooth running
of each day's activities. With the meticulous efficiency and attention to detail that characterized
Bethune College, individual groups of teachers and students had been assigned to oversee each
event. As each one finished, the Judges declared the winners and their prizes were given out amid
loud rejoicing by their supporters.

Atthe end of the day when the contests were done, it was time for the evening's entertainment.
The members of the band walked onto the stage to the accompaniment of rapturous cheering from
the spectators. Instruments were tuned , microphones tested and multi-coloured beams lit up the
stage. Accompanied by strumming guitars and throbbing drums, the band launched into its
presentation . The singers captivated the audience with their electric performance. Rhythm of the
new songs and haunting melodies of the old reverberated in the air. The Principal and other
professors satin two rows in front of the stage. Wave after wave of mesmerizing musicrolled over us
invading our senses. The students, too excited to sit still, were on their feet, eyes shining and bodies
swaying to the music. A large crowd collected outside the college to listen to the bands. Students
kept requesting for their favourite songs as the evening wore on and sometimes joined in at the
urging of the musicians, the young voices reflecting their joy.

Then the last song was sung, the last strains of music died down and Aalap 2003 was finally
over. People started leaving and the college emptied. Final checks were done to ensure no stragglers
remained behind and at last only the members of the organising committee were left. As we went
out through the gates I looked at the students crowding around us. Their feet were tired but faces
glowed with happiness and the satisfaction of knowing that their first Fest was indeed a success.
Watching them I knew that the last month's hard work organising their Fest was an experience
which brought them one step forward in their path of self-discovery and provided invaluable
training for their quest of fulfilment of their dreams.

I could still feel the gust of emotions that swept across my mind when I sat down to write about
Aalap, the annual Festival of Bethune college in 2003. Filled with apprehension and the fear of the
unknown on one hand and the pleasure of exploring the new on the other, it was indeed the time
that evoked overwhelming emotions within all of us involved in it. It was the time that the students
of Bethune College were being exposed to an event that involved outsiders. [ personally feel that it
was a milestone in the history of Bethune College-yet another step towards women's
empowerment. An event where the rich heritage embraced modernity.

Aalap, the annual festival of Bethune College was notborn in a day. [t was rather a realization of
the dream that the students of the college had nurtured for along time-the dream of hosting a
college festival that they would organize by themselves and would call it their own. Thus, they had
expressed their desire to the then Principal, Prof Manimala Das. Prof. Das believed in all round
development of students. She had a vision of making our students grow experientially beyond
gaining bookish knowledge only. Being an ardent believer of women empowerment, Prof. Das had
always envisioned that through such activities, the students would gain opportunities for
interacting with the world outside that will expose them to enriching and varied life experiences
thus breaking the shackles of gender stereotypical roles of women. Moreover, she held that that
such an endeavour would not only entertain the students but will eventually help them sharpen the
managerial and communication skills inherent in them that will help them be successful in future.
Thus, Aalap was bornin 2003and was named by the students and the teachers. As faras I canrecall,
the tagline, Tides of eternity was given by me.

However, since the event involved a lot of public money and it was the first time for the
students, a teachers committee was formed to supervise and guide the students. Dr Uttara
Chakraborty and Dr Jayasree Mukherjee were the conveners of the committee. Among the other
teachers members were Dr. Sharmila Pal, Dr. Madhumita Manna, Dr. Keya Bose, Gargi
Mukhopadhyay, Piku Dasgupta and myself. The teachers committee comprised of senior and junior
teachers. All the members of the student's union had actively participated in the event. Among the
student members, I can still recall the names of Nilanjana Sinha, the general secretary of students
union, Shiropa Bhattacharya, Asst.

It was decided that
the Festwould be held on two consecutive days in late November though [ am notbeing able to recall
the exactdates.

There is no denial of the fact that Aalap was initially seen with a little bit of skepticism by many
and it involved a lot of apprehension as well. As members of the organizing committee, we were
especially concerned about maintaining the discipline during those two days. I can still remember
our concern regarding controlling the college gate so that entry of unwanted and unauthorized
people could be stopped. Accordingly, the planning was done and a duty list for the teachers was
prepared. Few of the senior teachers were in charge of the gate while the others were in charge of
different other events along with the student volunteers assigned for each event. Finally, during
those two days, we, the members of the organizing committee were extremely vigilant and we were
continuously on guard so that no untoward incident occurs within the college premise. However,
the students were extremely well mannered and disciplined not only during those two days butalso
on those days before the Fest was staged. They had abided by the rules laid down by the teachers
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and the Principal very meticulously that made us feel proud of them once more. I believe that Their
concerted effort have made it easier for the current students to carry forward the legacy even today.

The festival had once again strengthened the existing bonds between teachers and students. It
was learning experience for all of us. Through our interactions with the students, we were able to
perceive, feel and experience things from their perspective. The students also heartily accepted the
intervention of the teachers involved without any resentment. We all felt it to be a challenge of
Bethune College which we were determined to overcome together—The teachers, the students and
the Principal. There was a unique team spirit that enthralled us all. Enthusiasm on part of non-
teaching staff is something that needs special mention. It was as if we had to fight and win a battle
together- abattle evoking eustress.

Keeping in mind the academic perspective, events like quiz, debate etc. were included in the
two-day schedule. The two most popular music bands that had performed on those two days were
Dohaar and Cactus respectively. The selection of the bands was done very judiciously by the
student's union and the teachers committee keeping in mind the heritage of the college. Like the
Fests that are held currently, the first Festin 2003 did not have much of stalls except only food stalls.
Eminent judges had been invited to judge events like Eastern Vocals, Skit, Western vocals, Eastern
dance etc. Stage was constructed by Modern Decorators and Betar Mahal was in charge of sound
and light. The event Antakshari was hugely liked by all and due to the demand, we had to keep it on
the schedule for the upcomingyears.

Needless to say, the first Annual Festival of Bethune College turned out to be a huge success. By
success I not only mean from the perspective of entertainment or popularity. I call it successful,
because it was the first time that the students had reached outside for advertisements and other
financial support. They had managed everything so well. Worth mentioning that they had raised a
huge amount of money from the sponsors like R.Chowdhury and Sons, Nestle, Temptation, Radio
Mirchiand ABP Ananda etc.

Every moment of Aalap 2003 was filled with challenge and excitement. Every experience was
enthralling. It has left an indelible impression on our minds. I consider myself fortunate to have
been able to be associated with the first Fest of Bethune College.
